These are mostly 
books that would otherwise have been "freebies", and so 
far these sales have been very successful. 
 
 

 
FALL BOOK SALE 

 The Fall Book Sale took in a record $6,555, thanks to 
co-chairs Helen Campbell, Marcia Leishman, and Ruby 
Larive. A new feature, which proved to be quite 
successful, was the sale of Nearly New Books – the 
brainchild of Barbara Shepard. We will probably 
incorporate this special section of books at future Spring 
and Fall sales. 
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The sun pours in after a couple of wild, windy, stormy days; power is gradually being restored to homes. 
It is good to have talented, specialized people who can take care of things that are so vital to our 
existence, and that we can’t do for ourselves. What would our community, our world, do without folks 
who know how to take care of our downed trees and fix power lines? What would we do without doctors, 
car mechanics, and accountants? 
 
The Friends are like that. You are vital to our existence. You do those ‘extras’ that take us to that next 
level of excellence. You are specialists with us in meeting the library needs of the community. Thank you 
for your hard work! 
 
We have a new web page dedicated to Library Planning. If you go to our main website at 
www.bellinghampubliclibrary.org and click on the “Library Planning News”, you’ll find all kinds of 
information.  
 
We’ve included a letter that answers questions like:  

·  Why do we need a new Central Library?  
·  How about just adding more floors to the existing library?  
·  Why not just build more branch libraries?  
 

You’ll also find several Frequently Asked Questions (and the answers!) and planning documents and data 
we are using to study our library service in the community. I hope this is helpful to you in your role as 
advocates for the library when you are asked similar questions.  
 
What about the question of branch libraries? We have a group of staff and community members who have 
been meeting regularly to study this. A few things we’d like to let you know about how we already serve 
the community are: 
 

·  A Downtown Library which serves two purposes: that of a downtown ‘branch’ of sorts, and as the 
central processing/nerve center of the library. 

·  Fairhaven Branch library which serves the Southside area, but which is available to anyone in the 
community for convenient pick up of holds on materials. 

·  Twenty-nine (29) stops at area retirement, nursing, and assisted care facilities.  
·  Three drop boxes in area Haggen grocery stores. 

 
Many folks do not realize the far-reaching effects of the Bellingham Public Library. Besides our main 
library and one branch, we service 32 other areas of the community. This is astounding! 
 
We’ve also been studying traditional and contemporary models of library service in other areas of 
Washington and the nation. Our research quite clearly indicates that communities our size do not have 
branch libraries. How then should we be serving the community, in addition to our busy and crowded 
Central Library, Fairhaven Branch, and 32 other outlets? Lizz and her team will be presenting a draft 
report by the end of the year. 
 
Your questions and feedback are very welcome. We want you to be sufficiently informed as library 
advocates. Will you help us? Let us know what questions you are being asked; let us know if our answers 
are not clear or convincing. We want to be as articulate as possible when we are communicating about 
what we do, and hope to do!  
 
Thank you for being our ‘specialists’ and ‘advocates’ in the community. It’s good to have Friends – thank 
you for being ours!
